FEET FIRST  
 
Yesterday Mark Col from Project Energize was here to introduce the children to this 
programme which is designed to get children getting more exercise by walking / bik-
ing to school rather than coming in the car.   
ñFeet First is a joint project by the Road Safety Co-ordinator at Hauraki District 
Council, Project Energize and Te Korowai Hauora O Hauraki with resources sup-
plied by Feet First. 
 
The idea involves participantsô having their names recorded on a wall chart and 
starting off with a foot key ring.  After 25 walks have been recorded, a cool attach-
able button is added to the key ring.  As the numbers increase, more buttons can be 
collected at 50 and 75, an awesome skate board can be collected at 100; more 
buttons at 125, 150 and 175 and a wicked gumboot at 200.  The gumboot encour-
ages children to walk, bike or scooter in all weather - rain or shine - effectively get-
ting óKids on Feetô. 
 
Some children that live on busy roads are being dropped at friendôs houses so they 
can walk to school and parents are finding that they have more time in the mornings 
because children are motivated to get their numbers up for the buttons. 

Reminders: 
Parents - please do not park in the bus stop area - it needs to be 
always kept clear for the use of buses. 
Also when collecting your child after school please come into the 
school grounds to collect them.  We do not allow children to cross 
the road to parents cars parked on the opposite side.
